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Lesson Scripture:





Lesson Theme:
Visuals / Resources: Abeka cards: Joshua 2-1 thru 3-7. Flannel Betty Lukens – story 48. OT maps and charts – Conquest of Canaan, Creation to Judges flip chart (#11-Joshua). Wall of Jericho building blocks (large blocks in classroom).
Welcome Activity: Misc. coloring pages. Bring a set of miniature building blocks and have the students build a wall around a picture of the city of Jericho (they can knock it down after the lesson is presented).
Prayer: Praise God for His power and ability to have the victory. Ask God to help us to have faith and obey His commands. Thank God for helping us to have the victory when we obey.
Review: 12 spies, death of Moses, Joshua new leader
Lesson Facts:  (Main points to cover…) Joshua sends spies to Jericho. Spies are hid by Rahab and she is 


promised protection.  The Lord tells Joshua that Jericho will be given into his hand and 


gives instructions to march around the city – days 1-6 once, day 7 seven times.  Priests are 

to take up ark and blow trumpets.  People to be silent until “shout” on 7th day.  After 


trumpets sound and “shout” on the 7th day, the walls of Jericho fall down flat.  People were 

to utterly destroy all in city except items consecrated to the Lord.  Rahab and her relatives 

are brought to safety.  City and all that was in it was burned with fire. 
Principle:  (Concept / Key truth to be gained…) God gave the Israelites the victory over Jericho because of their 


faith and obedience to His commands.
Application:  (How student can apply…) “By faith the walls of Jericho fell down, after they were compassed 


about seven days.” (Hebrews 11:30)  We need to have faith and obey God’s commands 


even if they do not make sense.  God has the victory in His own way.
Activities: Misc coloring pages. March Around Jericho paper craft (2 options). Priests Trumpet paper craft. Do God’s Work In God’s Way paper craft. Wall of Jericho building blocks – build and pretend to march around city, sing about the wall falling and have the students knock it down. Cut out a large window pattern on poster board (for the bulletin board), and have the students tie a scarlet cord in the window like Rahab.
