Lesson Theme:

Visuals / Resources: Abeka cards (Creation, Adam and Eve, Cain and Abel 2.1-38 – you won’t use all of these), Betty Lukens flannel 
Welcome Activity: Attendance chart, coloring page, sing “_____ came to class”
Prayer: God is wonderful and He loves us. HE wants us to obey Him. Let’s pray to God and thank Him for all He does for us. For us to obey Him and to always give Him our best.
Lesson Facts:  (Main points to cover…) God gave Adam and Eve and beautiful garden to live in.  The Garden of Eden.  God gave them many good trees to eat from there was one tree that God said, “NO!  Do not eat of this tree!” God told them that if they didn’t obey Him, they would be punished.  One day, Eve was walking in God’s garden.  Satan came along and started talking to Eve.  Satan did not want Eve to obey God.  Satan told Eve a lie.  He told her that she wouldn’t be punished if she ate of the tree that God had told her not to eat of.  Eve believed Satan and she ate of the tree’s fruit.  Then, she gave some to Adam.

This made God very sad.  God told Adam and Eve that they must leave the garden.  They had to leave their beautiful home.
Adam and Eve had children after they left the garden. They had 2 boys named Cain and Abel. They were brothers. Cain was a farmer and Abel took care of sheep. One day, Cain and Abel brought offerings (or gifts) to God. They needed to bring the best of what they had to God because He deserves the best! Abel brought the best of his flock to God but Cain did not give the best of what he had. God was pleased with Abel’s offering but He was unhappy with Cain’s. Cain was jealous because God was happier with Abel then him. He god very mad at his brother, Abel. So mad that he hurt him—and Abel died! God was very unhappy that Cain killed his brother and God punished Cain. He made Cain leave his family and his home and go far away. 
Principle:  (Concept / Key truth to be gained…) Satan does not want us to obey God.  Adam and Eve should not have listened to Satan.  They should have obeyed God.  God punished Adam and Eve for disobeying.  This made God sad.  God loved Adam and Eve and knew what was best for them. Cain should have obeyed God and given him his best. He should have not hurt his brother.
Application:  (How student can apply…) Satan does not want me and you to obey God.  He wants us to disobey God but we need to love God and obey Him.  He loves us and knows what is best for us. God wants us to give Him our best. We need to obey Him and to treat others with love and kindness. We need to trust and obey God!
Activities: Use props when telling the story.  If using flannel, let the children take turns placing pieces on. Family “God’s Way” puppets. “Storybook craft” (see included). Adam and Eve in garden crafts.
