Lesson Facts:  (Main points to cover…) Jacob and Esau were twins, but they didn’t look the same.  Jacob’s skin was smooth; Esau had a lot of hair.  Jacob wouldn’t share his food with his hungry brother, Esau, until Esau promised Jacob he could have his special gift.  Jacob and his mom, Rebekah, came up with an idea to trick Jacob’s dad, Isaac.  Isaac gave Jacob a special gift that Esau should have received.
Principle:  (Concept / Key truth to be gained…) Selfishness hurts others.  Lying makes God and others sad.  We shouldn’t take what doesn’t belong to us.
Application:  (How student can apply…) Because we shouldn’t take someone's gift, we should be willing to share.  Because lying makes God and others sad, we need to tell the truth at all times.  We need to think of others and look for ways to help them.
