Lesson Theme:

Visuals / Resources: Abeka cards (Enoch, Noah, and Babel – Genesis 2 12); Flannel board pages 7, 8, & 9 (see attached list); Props – Giant book, mini books from Lambsongs website; Coloring pages – Noah builds an ark, God sends a rainbow; Craft materials – Colored card stock, brown foam sheets, Styrofoam cups, glue, small plastic animals; Website – www.lambsongs.co.nz; www.craftingthewordofGod.com

Welcome Activity: Welcome song “Like to go to class”, stickers for attendance chart
Prayer: Prayer of thanksgiving that God keeps His promises
Review: Talk, ask questions about previous lessons (creation, Adam and Eve)
Lesson Facts:  (Main points to cover…) Man disobeyed God.  God was sorry He made man.  God decided to destroy the world.  Noah obeyed God in all things, and built the ark as God wanted.  God caused it to rain for 40 days/nights which caused the entire world to flood for 150 days.  God put a rainbow in the sky as a sign of His promise to never destroy the world again by water.
Principle:  (Concept / Key truth to be gained…) Because people didn't obey God, He destroyed everyone and everything on the earth.  Disobedience brings punishment and death.
Application:  (How student can apply…) God is faithful and always keeps His promises.  If we obey Him, He will take care of His people.
Activities: Ark made out of brown foam sheet, rainbow made out of colored card stock, Noah’s Ark A&B props to tell the story
Songs: Ark of Gopher Wood, God Keeps His Promises, Books of the Bible, 66, My God is So Big
Other: Memory verse Gen. 6:8 But Noah found grace in the eyes of the Lord, other memory work – books of the Bible, days of creation
